* in Dugan = oil painting, casting, large format work, hazardous product use,
sustained work with the lighting studio or the fabrication studio, long term
work with a nude model, group project work, enrolled in senior studio

* In Mahoney = seniors in design and animation, group project work, stop
motion animation, VR projects, a person responsible enough to respect
building and studio access rules and safety practices, a person who needs to
install/develop a large physical object for their thesis
